Water in times of Globalisation

Our youth exchange, in which we work with Dutch, German and Estonian partners, is the continuation of the “Water in times of Globalisation” project, organised in the Netherlands in 2009. Similarly to the previous project, we have the aim of drawing the participants’ attention to global challenges, and how to tackle with these successfully, and to the importance of sustainable development. As an extension of the project in the Netherlands, we have chosen Water, as an ancient element in nature, to be the theme. During the youth exchange we explore the character of this natural resource and its effect to the environment and to our health, and we focus on the significance of appreciating and protecting these treasures so that they will survive for posterity. Being the host country, participants are going to be familiarised with Hungarian culture through its natural treasures, through its mineral and thermal water. The elaboration of this topic embraces the clarification of basic notions in environmental and nature protection, the connection between water and health, its beneficial effects, and the importance of the preservation of all these. We foster all these through methods requiring the active participation of youngsters, such as interactive chats, workshops in small groups, community building and entertaining games and visits related to the topic of ‘Water’.  Furthermore, another goal of ours is to raise the participants’ awareness of the significance of their own active personal involvement and the importance of the multiplicative effects to their immediate environment. As a way of promoting these, during the youth exchange we design publications (posters, cards) calling attention to the importance of water protection, which are going to be given their final forms during the post production and then distributed in all of the four countries.
